Welcome to our Preschool
Our preschool entry is via the red preschool 

gates. These are unlocked from 8.30-9.30am and 

2.30-3.30pm.  If you arrive late or early please enter

through the front office.

Preschool starts at 8.45a.m and children must be 

dropped off at the classroom by an adult. 

Preschool finishes at 2.45p.m and children must be

collected  from  the classroom door by an adult. 



What to Bring

·         A school bag big enough for your child’s belongings

·         Sun safe clothes and covered shoes

·         A drink bottle filled with water

·         A healthy lunch and a healthy afternoon tea in an easy to open container.

·         A spare set of clothes, socks and undies (to stay in the school bag)

·         A library bag

All belongings must be clearly labelled with child’s first and last name.

We love to celebrate events like birthdays. Please let us know if you would like to bring in cake/food.

Learning is

We encourage exploration and curiosity in our 
learners, but this can be very hard on school 
clothes. We suggest that preschool families 
save one uniform for ‘photo day’ which is in the 
first weeks of school. If uniforms become 
stained or damaged please don’t feel that you 
need to replace them as our priority is always 
the child and their ability to use the preschool 
environment with freedom and comfort.

cheese, yoghurt, carrot sticks)
Due to regulations we are unable to refrigerate or 

reheat food.



Book Pack
A supplier provides book packs for 

students which contain all of the 

essential items needed for the school 

year. The packs are ordered and paid 

for in Term 4 and are delivered to the 

school during the first week of school. 

All supplies will remain in Preschool. 

Preschool packs include a reversible 

sunsmart hat with the school’s logo. 

These will be labelled with your child's 

name and will remain at school. 



Family Photo Wall

Each preschool room has a family photo 

wall. This helps children to feel at 

home and enables them to see their 

family photo and gain comfort in those 

moments when they are missing their 

family. 

We invite you to bring in a family photo 

for the wall in your child's classroom.



Learning Program
Our Learning Program highlights the goals for children’s learning through intentional 

teaching  and  learning opportunities which reflect the children’s interests.  Each room 
has the program displayed in the class project book which  is available for families to 

read and give feedback. 
Project book
Project books are available every day. They document the learning at Preschool. We 
encourage you to read them, look at the photos and discuss them with your child.

Community Book
Also on display each day are our community books. There is one for each group and 
they detail the varied ways we build links with our community.  We love family input, 
so please don’t be shy about sharing your thoughts, suggestions and ideas.

Early Years Learning Framework
Our curriculum is informed by the Early Years Learning Framework (EYLF). You may be 
familiar with Learning Areas such as English, Maths, Science or the Arts ‐ they are 
taught through this framework.



Injury and Illness

All Preschool educators provide First Aid and the 

appropriate response to accidents and incidents.

Families will be notified immediately if an injury requires 

medical attention or occurs to the head. 

Families will be informed at the end of the day of any 

minor injuries that were treated by educators. (Eg scrapes 

requiring a bandaid.)

If your child is unwell please keep them home until they 

are well. If they fall ill while they are at school an 

educator will call you to collect your child.
